Every year, 6.4 million tons of plastic is dumped into the ocean with additional plastics sent to landfills and littering
the ground. New research at Stanford has shown that the tiny mealworm (actually beetle larvae) might just help us
solve our massive plastic problem. The larvae can eat and survive on a styrofoam diet, because microorganisms in
the worms’ guts biodegrade the plastic during the digestion process. The polystyrene material is converted into
