All survey
responses will be kept safe and confidential. Each survey takes approximately 15-20 minutes to complete.

The food producer survey is open to producers in the following counties: Erie, Niagara, Chautauqua, Allegany,
Cattaraugus, Wyoming, Orleans, Monroe, Livingston, Wayne, Yates, and Ontario. Input from any and all farmers is
important to the production analysis of Field & Fork Network’s food hub feasibility study. The food buyer survey is
open to buyers across the Western New York region.
